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Adnotacja. Artykut poswigcony jest opracowanie regionalnej strategii innowacji
dla rozwoju innowacyjnej przedsiebiorczosci w regionie. Proponowany jest algorytm
wyboru regionalnej strategii innowacji, ktoéra opiera si¢ na potaczeniu celow
strategicznych 1 operacyjnych, oraz sposoboéw innowacyjnego rozwoju regionu.
Prowadzona jest analiza realizowanych strategii regionalnych, na temat identyfikacji
przeszkod w ich realizacji w procesiec zapewnienia rozwoju innowacyjnej
przedsigbiorczosci w regionie. Podej$cie do tworzenia regionalnej strategii innowacji
zostal opracowany, ktory uwzglednia terytorialnych i sektorowych cechy regionu,
interesy zainteresowanych stron i ma na celu okreslenie pozadanych trajektorii
innowacyjnej przedsigbiorczosci w regionie, co pozwala na formutowanie
strategicznych priorytetow rozwoju innowacyjnej przedsigbiorczosci w regionie.
Ujednolicony matryca do budowy regionalnej strategii innowacji zostata utworzona jako
kierunek zapewnienia rozwoju innowacyjnej przedsicbiorczosci w regionie.

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Abstract. The article is dedicated to the development of a regional innovation
strategy of the development of innovative entrepreneurship in the region. An algorithm for
selecting a regional innovation strategy, which is based on a combination of strategic and
operational goals, and ways of innovative development of the region too, was proposed.
The analysis of implemented regional strategies to identify bottlenecks in their
implementation in the process of ensuring the development of innovative entrepreneurship
in the region was carried out. The approach to the formation of the regional innovation
strategy that takes into account the territorial and sectoral characteristics of the region, the
interests of stakeholders and aims to determine the desired trajectories of innovative
entrepreneurship in the region, which allows it to form strategic priorities for innovative
entrepreneurship in the region was developed. A unified matrix of construction of the
regional innovation strategy as a direction of ensuring the development of innovative
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entrepreneurship in the region has been formed too.

Introduction. The main driver of economic growth in the regions is the
development of innovative entrepreneurship. The role of regional factors in the modern
development of innovative entrepreneurship in Ukraine is growing every year and the
socio-economic development of the regions depends, in many cases, on the existing
regional innovation policy. The spread of the COVID-19 pandemic and quarantine
restrictions have significantly affected the state and development of innovative
entrepreneurship in the regions.

An analysis of the scientific literature has shown the use of the definitions of
"innovation development strategy” or "innovation development strategy”, as well as
"innovation strategy”. Most scientists consider innovation strategy as one of the
competitive or functional strategies (Kondrashov, 2002, p.16). Given the significant
number of factors influencing the development of innovative entrepreneurship in the
region, a systematic approach to the innovative development of the region and its
businesses, it is advisable to consider the innovation strategy as a basic strategy for
regional development.

A significant number of scientists believe that the level of localization of
innovation at the regional level has increased. Researchers B. Carlsson and R.
Stankevych emphasize that technological density and heterogeneity are more
characteristic of individual national regions than countries (Carlsson, 1991, p.115).
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Scandinavian economists B. Asheim and A. Isaksen (Asheim, 2003, p. 56) emphasize
that the algorithm for the formation of modern knowledge is carried out at the regional
level. The development of new knowledge and their dissemination depends on the
perfection of infrastructure, accumulation of this knowledge and further dissemination
through an effective mechanism characterized by a number of local traditions, customs,
norms and rules of conduct that depend on historical and cultural features of the region.

The study is based on the Concept of the regional innovation system, which
certifies the periodicity of business entities and the innovation process at the regional
level. The regional nature of the strategic development of innovative entrepreneurship is
based on the assertion that the regional level of economic activity is key to ensuring a
number of competitive innovation advantages of the country in the international market
in the strategic perspective. Thus, a number of scientists (F. Cook, K. Sable, A. Scott, B.
Lundvall and S. Borras) noted the need to cooperate locally in order to compete
globally. Modern researchers A. Poruchnyk and I. Brykova claim that the theoretical
aspects of the formation and development of innovation processes in the region involve
the accumulation of ideas of innovation in the region, as well as the innovation process
in it. According to these researchers, the concentration of innovation in the region is due
to the transition from a linear to interactive innovation model of socio-economic
development, the accumulation of highly qualified professionals and the specific
environmental conditions of the region (Brikova, 2007, p. 945).

Thus, in the context of using the concept of regional innovation system as a basis
for the formation of regional innovation strategy, it is advisable to analyze existing and
already implemented regional strategies for errors in the development of innovative
entrepreneurship in the region.

Main part. Limited public involvement in the formation and implementation of
regional strategies leads to a lack of innovative ideas and partners in attracting resources
for the development of innovative entrepreneurship; too wide a range of priorities leads
to the involvement in the implementation of the strategy of resources that do not lead to
the emergence of "growth points" of innovative entrepreneurship in the region; the
choice of regional development goals is mostly justified not by logic but by political
interests, as a result of which there is a manual mode of distribution of regional
development resources; failure to take into account the dynamic factors influencing the
development of the region, which usually have a destructive impact (spread of the
COVID-19 pandemic, political and economic factors, etc.), leads to limited funding for
innovative entrepreneurship in the region.

Significant shortcomings of existing and implemented regional development
programs and strategies are: lack of international and cross-border perspective;
inconsistency of the goals of the strategy with the production and economic structure
and potential of the region; insufficient participation of the business sector in the
development of research and development; lack of thorough analysis of regional
resources and assets; introduction of borrowed elements and systems and copying of
developed regions without taking into account the specifics of the region and available
resources of the area. As a result, the regional policy of innovative entrepreneurship
development led to a low level of efficiency in determining the priorities of interregional
regional cooperation. In the current context of the economic crisis and the COVID-19
pandemic, this problem is even more pressing, as public and private financial resources
are very limited today.
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The legislation of Ukraine gives the regions the right to independently develop
innovative entrepreneurship through the formation and implementation of regional
innovation development programs, as well as regional innovation strategies. Today, in
the regions of Ukraine, a modern innovative infrastructure of territories is gradually
being formed and developed. Due to decentralization processes, the role of regions as
guarantors of the rights and interests of innovation actors is growing every year.
According to the analysis of modern development of innovative entrepreneurship in the
regions of Ukraine, there are institutions that can provide financial support for the
implementation of basic and applied research and innovation projects, support and
develop innovative entrepreneurship at the regional level.

The main principle on which the regional innovation strategy should be based is
the concentration of innovative knowledge and their implementation in the priority
economic activities of the region, in order to make the region competitive in the national
and global economy. This approach allows regions to take advantage of the transfer
effect and apply modern innovative knowledge, which is a powerful factor in
productivity. The introduction of this principle will stimulate the development of
innovative entrepreneurship in the region.

The regional innovation strategy should function in the form of integrated,
regional programs for the transformation of socio-economic processes, focused on:

- state support and investment for key regional development priorities,
identification of needs for the development of innovative production, measures related
to the effective development of innovative entrepreneurship in the region;

- individual approach and competitive advantages arising from the innovative
competitiveness of the region;

- development of technological and practical innovations through the application
of the process of stimulating investment business processes in the region;

- encouraging stakeholders to participate in innovative regional development;

- constant monitoring of the criteria of innovative development of the region in
general and business entities in particular.

The formation of an effective regional innovation strategy as a direction of
development of innovative entrepreneurship has its own specifics depending on the
territorial factors of economic and institutional development of the region. The proposed
algorithm for the formation of an effective regional innovation strategy as a direction of
development of innovative entrepreneurship is presented in Fig. 1.

The presented stages of formation of the regional innovation strategy are
interconnected and depend on the regional specifics of economic, social and institutional
development in the system of innovative entrepreneurship of the region. The analysis of
regional features of development of innovative business provides the detailed analysis of
regional economy and structure of a local society.

Creating a strategy primarily involves the analysis of regional resources, the
rating of regional development of innovative entrepreneurship in the structure of the
state and global economy, as well as the time dynamics of the studied type of activity in
the region. At this stage, we propose to use gap analysis to identify untapped reserves in
the region, which aims to analyze the needs and barriers to innovative entrepreneurship,
as well as assess the level of support for innovative entrepreneurship provided by
institutional infrastructure in the region.

It is important to determine the critical mass of development of innovative
entrepreneurship, taking into account performance indicators (value added, exports,
etc.). At this stage, it is advisable to conduct an expert assessment of areas of activity in
which the region demonstrates relative innovative specialization. They also use the
foresight method, ie the method of long-term forecasting, which allows to create optimal
scenarios for the development of the future region and is aimed at forming the set
(desired) directions of development of innovative entrepreneurship.

The second stage of formation of the regional innovation strategy involves the
management process, based on the principle of collective decision-making (all
stakeholders in the development of innovative entrepreneurship in the region). Today,
the most common is the triple model, ie the management model based on tripartite
cooperation between industry, research institutions and the authorities. However, such a
model needs improvement. In our opinion, a prerequisite for the effectiveness of the
formed strategy is the involvement in this process and taking into account the interests
of consumers of innovative products or groups representing the interests of consumers,

The next stage involves, based on the information obtained in the process of
analysis, the formation of a comprehensive scenario for the development of the regional
economy, with an emphasis on innovative entrepreneurship and taking into account the
interests of all identified stakeholders. This forecast is the basis for the formation of a
forecast vision of how the region predicts itself in the future, what are the main
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objectives and results of the region seeks to achieve and what place is given to
innovative entrepreneurship in this development. A well-planned vision of regional
development stakeholders is key to retaining stakeholder interest. At the same time,
communication is the key and most important element of the formation and
implementation of regional development strategy.

Given the priorities of Europe 2020, regional development is possible in the
following aspects:

[ systematization of innovative development (regions with accumulation of
knowledge, regions specializing in industrial production, regions that do not apply
innovations);

[l systematization of sustainable development (systematization is based on the
relationship between the natural and urban environment, as well as factors influencing
the environment and energy: rural areas near urban or urban areas near the water area);

[] systematization of global development (classification fixes a number of social
issues). This applies to regions that are characterized by a decrease in the number of
society in the region, as well as migration and regions where population growth is
significant.

Communication is an important process during all stages of implementation of the
regional innovation strategy (development of vision, identification of priority areas,
approval of a clear action plan, application of major projects). An important component
of the communication strategy is: defining the goals of the strategy, stakeholder groups
and their motivation, defining traditional communication tools (logo; web page;
newsletters and booklets; publications, conferences, seminars, international thematic
events; media promotion companies). The content and significance of such a plan
should be created in strategic directions and demonstrate the key projects of the
innovation strategy.

The next stage in the formation of the innovation strategy involves determining
the priorities of regional development of innovative entrepreneurship. It is important for
governments to focus on a number of priorities, in line with regional potential, that
claim to be areas of innovation in which the region will be able to achieve the highest
economic growth. We propose to pay attention to the key innovative technologies of the
region and the main socio-economic and organizational innovations, economic support
for the development of new organizations of innovative entrepreneurship, which the
main goal of development is the formation of guidelines for applied innovations.
Usually, the state and development of such organizations are not analyzed in the region.

Regional innovation strategies should address the issues of regional development
priorities by involving all stakeholders in the region in the process of entrepreneurial
opening, which has the main goal of ensuring inclusiveness and openness of
development.

Another step is to define a coherent policy and a clear action plan. Thus, the
innovation strategy is implemented through the application of a clear action plan, which
provides for the formation of institutions (rules and regulations), as well as tools that
should be used to achieve certain priorities of regional development.

The final stage of creating an innovation strategy is monitoring and evaluation of
key performance indicators. The system of monitoring innovation strategies involves the
use of indicators that assess the region relative to the average score of other similar
regions; indicators to check whether the applied actions are effective, whether they lead
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to positive changes in the region, etc.

The main tasks for the formation of result indicators (short-, medium- and long-
term strategic results) should be implemented in all tasks and strategic goals from the
moment of their formation. These goals can have quantitative and qualitative
parliaments, as well as be understandable. In addition, these indicators should take into
account the starting conditions of the region.

The monitoring system must be adapted to a specific region. When the results are
long-term, it is necessary to use intermediate indicators of results to measure progress
towards the goal. For example, a regional program to stimulate innovation may use the
number of copyright certificates and patents as one of the indicators of increasing the
number of innovative products (goods and services).

The content of the regional innovation strategy as a direction of ensuring the
development of innovative entrepreneurship is presented in Fig. 2.

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The analyzed development strategies of the regions of Ukraine for the period up
to 2020 only mention innovative principles as an important factor in achieving strategic
goals or operational objectives. Thus, one of the strategic goals of the program in
Poltava region is to increase the efficiency of the economic potential of the region, and
the operational objectives - the development of innovative and competitive
manufacturing sector. In Mykolayiv region the strategic goal is sustainable economic
growth based on innovative development of the region's economy, in Chernivtsi region -
development of entrepreneurship on an innovative basis as a prerequisite for sustainable
development, in Zakarpattia region - formation of competitiveness and innovation of the
region's economy, in Kirovohrad region - development of innovation and competitive
production. In Lviv region, the implementation of innovation and investment model of
industrial development is defined as the operational goal of modern industry, in Kherson
region the operational goal of economic development is defined as the development of
"Innovative Kherson region", which is difficult to consider clear, non-declarative and
measurable in the program (Tyukha, 2015).

The analysis of the development of innovative entrepreneurship showed that the
leaders in terms of innovative development for the five-year period are the industrial
complex of Sumy, Zaporizhia, Kharkiv, Kirovohrad, Ternopil, Chernivtsi and other
regions. Among the outsider regions, regions with a low level of industrial development
predominate (Khmelnytsky, Rivne, Zakarpattia, Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk, Poltava, etc.).
In view of the above, we will propose strategic directions for the development of
innovative entrepreneurship for these types of regions, using a system-synergetic
approach that will identify typical regional problems that will hinder the effective
implementation of the regional innovation strategy.

When forming an effective regional innovation strategy, it is advisable to use the
foresight methodology, namely its qualitative method - SWOT-analysis, to assess the
impact of internal and external factors influencing the development of innovative
entrepreneurship in certain types of regions. By "foresight” we mean the process of
systematically identifying new strategic directions of scientific and technological
advances that in the long run can have a significant impact on the economic and social
development of the region and the process of selecting priorities, resulting in links
between its elements. SWOT analysis of the development of innovative
entrepreneurship of certain types of regions is conducted in table 1.

Application of SWOT-analysis allows:

- identify key parameters of regional development of innovative entrepreneurship
in the regions;

- to systematize management decisions on the formation of the innovation
potential of the region at a qualitatively new level.

- identify trends and patterns for the development of forecast scenarios for the
development of innovative entrepreneurship for each type of proposed regions.

- harmonize the defined goals and strategic directions of development of
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innovative entrepreneurship in the region.
Effective implementation of regional innovation strategies as a direction of
development of innovative entrepreneurship in the region requires the presence of
internal economic incentives in the region. Appropriate management decisions on the
choice of regional innovation strategy should be based on factors that are related to the
regional characteristics of the innovative enterprise, indicators of its investment
attractiveness. In this regard, the modeling of the choice of regional innovation
strategies should be carried out on the basis of the formation of strategic platforms for
innovative development of the regions of Ukraine (Table 2).

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The formation of a strategic platform for innovative development of regions is
designed in the short and long term to determine the competitive advantages of regions,
to form a clear vision of innovative development of specific areas, to identify the best
regional innovation strategies and types of development, and to suggest ways of
innovative development.

The formed platform of innovative development of regions provides control in
achievement of strategic purposes and promotes development of the region as a whole.
Under the condition of systematization and constant regional development, having
formed a regional innovation strategy, taking into account the specifics of the regions, it
is possible to achieve a significant level of economic growth.

The choice of regional strategies for innovative development, taking into account
the territorial features of such development and the level of development of innovative
entrepreneurship, indicates the definition of different strategies for the leading regions,
as well as for outsider regions.

Thus, the strategy of innovative breakthrough can ensure the economic growth of
the region, based on innovative renewal of the economy and active and rational use of
its own scientific and technical potential, systematic support of a competitive and honest
innovative business environment. In this case, the competition of innovative business
entities in the region is improved and stimulated; the preconditions for an innovative
breakthrough are created. This strategy contributes to the intensive development of the
innovation process and more intensive introduction of innovative technologies. This
requires increasing the level of innovation competitiveness of the region, which in turn
leads to structural modernization of innovative entrepreneurship in the direction of
intensive development.

The strategy of increasing innovation opportunities is based on the use of the
region's own scientific, technical and production potential, as a result of which high
technologies are mastered in the industry and the output of new competitive products is
gradually increased. Also, the strategy of growth testifies to the expediency of finding
new opportunities for innovative development of the region and is based on the
formation of a favorable environment to increase the level of development of innovative
entrepreneurship.

It is expedient to single out the subjects called upon to ensure the implementation
of the regional innovation strategy, such subjects at the regional level include: regional
executive bodies; regional state administrations; regional councils; district, city,
settlement, village councils; territorial communities; associations or other associations of
local self-government bodies; regional development agencies; public organizations and
other voluntary associations involved in the creation and implementation of regional
innovation policy.

The main tools for implementing the regional innovation strategy are:

- action plan for the implementation of this strategy;

- programs and projects of regional innovation development;

- other regional development strategies;

- measures to implement regional development strategies;

- agreements aimed at regional innovation development;

- state programs to promote cross-border cooperation;

- state programs of socio-economic development of the region;

- state development programs of certain territories.
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Ensuring the implementation of the regional innovation strategy is carried out by:
regional development funds, international donors and business entities in the region.

The unified matrix of construction of the regional innovation strategy as a
direction of ensuring the development of innovative entrepreneurship in the region is
presented in Fig. 3.

The proposed matrix of formation of regional innovation strategies can be applied
to all types of innovative development of regions, however, it is expedient to take into
account the resource and institutional-infrastructural potential of regions. An effective
regional innovation strategy will be when it takes into account the territorial features of
the regions. It is also worth noting that the business start-up process will take place
differently in different regions (leading regions and outsider regions).

Conclusions. Thus, the formation of a regional innovation strategy as a direction
of ensuring the development of innovative entrepreneurship should be based on the
principle of "bottom-up”, ie each region develops its own development strategy and a
clear plan for its implementation. The regional innovation strategy should include: a
reasonable definition of economic activities with a pronounced type of specialization of
specific regions; focus of scientific, research and innovation research on the
development and rational use of the existing potential of innovative entrepreneurship;
increasing the level of competitive advantages of the region in terms of production of
innovative products.

To increase the attractiveness of the region, the regional innovation strategy
should take into account the social, cultural and institutional aspects of regional
development.

The regional innovation strategy should include the use of levers of influence that
stimulate the development of innovative entrepreneurship in the region, namely:
improving the institutional conditions for innovative entrepreneurship, creating a
favorable environment for starting and conducting innovative business activities at the
regional level; application of effective levers of protection of property rights and
integrity in conducting innovative business activities in the region; reducing the level of
shadowing of business activities in the region. Improving and simplifying access to
information to support innovation in the region by international financial organizations
and institutions; creation and maintenance of infrastructure facilities to promote
innovative entrepreneurship; development of regional infrastructure to support
innovative entrepreneurship; training of specialists in the field of innovative
entrepreneurship.
