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Abstract. At all times, memory was the original, natural code for the perception of reality, history, the future, which
was quite rarely realized by the analyzing consciousness.

Memory is a key indicator of moral qualities — personal, family, social, civic. It has specific moral and value dimensions,
the comprehension of which seems relevant both for philosophical and ethical theory and for literary criticism. In this case,
memory acts as a reflective process for creating an event related to the past, but receives a value-sense assessment in the present.

The article provides an overview of the basic concepts of memory in modern literary criticism, an attempt is made
to systematize them based on a critical analysis of the classification of A. Earl and A. Nunning. Three main approaches
are considered: the memory of the symbolic system "literature" (intertextuality as the memory of literature, the problem
of the memory of the genre, the canon as the institutionalized memory of literary criticism), the representation of memory
in literature, literature as the basis of the transfer of cultural memory.
