“he results indicate that age differences between the indicators of general emotional intelligence, intrapersonal intelligence
and its components were found, but no significant differences were found between interpersonal emotional intelligence
and its components. Statistically significant differences were found between the peculiarities of the functioning of the factors
of emotional intelligence development. In late young people is dominated by intrapersonal intelligence, understandlnﬁ
of emotions, expressiveness, self-regulation, acceptance of their own emotions. In early young people is dominated by a hig
level of integral empathy, empathy, compassion, inner support, assistance not to the detriment of themselves. )

The specifics of the influence of factors on the development of emotional intelligence in young people are determined.
The system of factors in late young people is broader and more diverse than early. The dominant internal factors of emotional
intelligence in older young people are both lower forms of empathy (indifference) and higher (assistance not to the detriment
of themselves). In early young people, the dominant internal factor of emotional intelligence is internal assistance.
