The provisions of the scientific article, the authors conducted a study of foreign experience
of introduction of social work with convicted persons as a kind of re-socialization. Describes the
major directions of social work as a profession that emerged at the turn of XIX and XX centuries
in many countries: USA, UK, Germany, the Netherlands, Sweden, France and other countries.
The authors propose the use of positive experience of implementation of social work with
convicted persons as a kind of re socialization to improve the provisions of current legislation of
Ukraine. Served actually the author's definition of social work with persons serving sentences.

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FOREIGN EXPERIENCE OF ORGANIZATION OF SOCIAL WORK WITH CONVICTED
PERSONS AS A KIND OF RESOCIALIZATION

The relevance of the topic. In modern conditions of development of humanity, social
stability became the main value, and the economic development and financial resources act
as a means of ensuring this stability. Stable, sustainable social development is the main
indicator of the degree of civilization of the state and society. In addition, the rapidly changing
socio-economic conditions in our country make some changes in the activity of criminal-
Executive system, including its social sector, affect the rights and interests of persons
sentenced to serving sentence in penitentiary institutions.

A significant contribution to the development of the theory of social work with convicted
persons made by the Western foreign scientists (G. Berner, the Same. Piaget, Sh. Ramon.
Skinner, K., wells, L. Jonsson, etc.) and Ukraine, A. G. Antonyan, V. Betz, P. M. Goose.
A. Levochkin, A. G. Kolb, G. A., Radov, A. P. Severov, V. M., Sinev, A. H. Stepanyuk,
V. M. Trubnikov, S. Y., Farenyk, S. J. Cherneta, |. V. Shmarov, A. M. Yakovlev. However, it is
worth noting that very few studies of implementation of social work with persons serving
sentences in the process of re socialization has been the subject of scientific debate.

Note that the prisons and the convicted persons that they are supposed to be the
subject of special social concern of the state. Since the solution of important problems arising
in the implementation of the social rights of convicted persons constantly demands attention,
especially today, during the transitional period of establishment of the Ukrainian state with the
European vector of development.

The purpose of this article is the study of problems of social work in the process of re-
socialization of prisoners in penal institutions of the different States to develop proposals to
improve current legislation of Ukraine concerning the protection of prisoners ' rights.

The main presentation of the material. Foreign scientists penances, attaching great
importance to raising the level of General education of prisoners, their acquisition of desired
future specialty, profession, back in the XIX century came to realize the need of special
organization of this sector of the correction process. Obviously, they could not and had to be
guards, but had to be specially trained people who have knowledge of the psychologist and
the teacher, the lawyer and the doctor, wishing to help someone in distress.

Note that the social aspects of the execution of punishment was debated in 1846 in
Frankfurt, which hosted the First international prison Congress. So with the mid-nineteenth
century. began the history of international penal cooperation, including in the field of social
care for prisoners.
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Problems of resocialization of prisoners address their social needs are treated in different
countries as a particularly important area in the context of the General social activities of
companies. A modern state should be extremely practical and therefore forced to calculate the
moral and material damage caused by criminal activities of its citizens. The contents of
corrections, as well as a large number of law enforcement officers is very costly for any state,
especially because of the criminal actions of not only suffering, but dying people. That is why it
is much more humane and cheaper to give the person who "stumbled" another chance and to
help him "get in formation ", to feel once again a full member of society.

The need to implement social work as a profession originated at the turn of XIX and XX
centuries in many countries: USA, UK, Germany, the Netherlands, Sweden, France and other
countries. The General distribution of humanistic and democratic ideas, and intensification of
capitalist relations of production in this period increased exploitation, mass poverty, etc. led to
the need, on the one hand, the protection of the rights and freedoms of hired workers, on the
other - social assistance to the poor, the elderly, the disabled and other population groups that
need special support, care and protection.

As for the term "social work", in the scientific literature, it is believed that he first arises in
the early twentieth century in the United States as "social work". In the Soviet academic theory
and practice it is widely used only since the 80's and 90 gg the last century. In this phrase the
basic word is "work" because it points to the organized social activity of the subject, and the
word "social* means work which is carried out taking into account the social factors that
significantly affect the socialisation and re-socialisation of people.

At the same time, according to some scholars, this definition, from the point of view of
linguistics, is insufficiently correct and gives a reason to consider social work only as a purely
practical activity. Thus, the Russian scientist V. Nikitin, analyzing the concept of "Social work",
notes that it identificeret multifaceted process marabito interaction and the tradition of its
interpretation in science does not match neither the linguistic nor the more complex its social
and humanitarian content. Analysis of scientific literature shows that the tradition of scientific
understanding of social work evolved as the study of its role in society and determine the
meaning of such things as charity, psychological, social and other assistance to those in need.

At the same time, it should be noted that despite long-term practice of active use of the
concept of "social work" its complex and multifaceted character, dynamic social activities
hinder scientists come to a consensus in the interpretation of the essence of the phenomenon.

Consider the most common approaches to the definition of social work. First, it is
appropriate to recall some foreign researchers of this phenomenon. So, in the mid 70-ies of
XX St.. in Sweden, social work was considered as a unity of structural and psycho-social
activities in which social organization and improvement of the forms of communication are
recognized as equally important to ensure the solution of life problems of the individual. At the
same time, G. bérner and L. Johnson note that such an understanding of social work is not
sufficiently clear and often under it provide the only approach to psychosocial work. They see
social work as one of the forms of activity aimed at achieving individual or social changes [1; p.
40].

It should be noted that at the present time in world practice widespread is the
understanding of social work as one of the forms of activities aimed at achieving social
change. Interesting in this regard is the formulation of social work proposed by the
International Federation of social workers (International Federation of Social Workers, IFSW):
the Social work is a profession whose purpose is to conduct social transformation in the
society as a whole and its separate sectors in particular. According to this concept, social work
organized in relation to humanitarian, religious and democratic ideals and philosophical
theories and represents a universal ability to meet human needs arising from social interaction
of the individual and society. Therefore, the majority of foreign scientists see the main purpose
of social work in providing social assistance to people.

So, British scientists understand social work as an organization of personal assistance
services to people, and American scientists give it the following definition: "Social work is a
profession of the employees involved in the relationship between people and their
surroundings that affect people's ability to perform vital functions, to realize aspirations and
values, to remove discomfort and stress” [2; p. 5]. A similar understanding of the role of social
work in society is in the wording proposed by the National Association of social workers
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States: Social work is a professional activity aimed at helping individuals, groups, or
communities in improving or restoring their ability to function in society and to create social
conditions that contribute to this goal," [3; p. 108-109].

It is advisable to notice that there were significant differences between the subject of
social legislation in the United States and Europe. So in Anglo-Saxon law the priorities are
personal and political rights. In the European continental law traditionally more attention is paid
to socio - economic rights. Provisions on social rights were included in the texts of most
European constitutions, and in some of them and provided certain guarantees.

Leading specialists from different countries of the world speak today for the clarification of
the concept of "social work", which includes the guaranteed social assistance to a person, the
satisfaction of his minimum needs and charitable assistance to those who are below the
poverty line. However, in our view, this should not be confined to social work. It begins when
her subjects are included in a separate solution to their problems, and the social worker is
responsible for the fact that mediocre and less protected marginal part of the population would
not be excluded from the process of social development. This, in our opinion, is one of the
main functions of social work as a profession.

Note that in the theory of social work has already proven the need to create "social
spaces", that is, territories that are controlled from the standpoint of the decision socially-
household and socio-cultural issues, respect for the rights of all segments of the population.
Such "territorial communities”, social organizations established rules, norms, the need for the
implementation of which is mandatory for their members.

In our opinion, it is worth noting that only in 50-ies of XX century prisons and prisoners
contained in them, become a subject of special social care public, social and religious
organizations throughout the world. Since 1955 under the auspices of the UN organizes
international congresses on the prevention of crime and the treatment of offenders, developed
and adopted international legal instruments of the United Nations in the field of treatment of
prisoners.

In the "standard Minimum UN rules for the treatment of prisoners" in 1955, [4], or in its
European version - the European prison rules — P [5] defined rules, including social held
prisoners. They are based on the principles of respect for human dignity, fair treatment of
prisoners, the provision of self-esteem, frequency of inspection, the protection of the rights of
prisoners and adherence to international standards.

A special object of attention of social work services worldwide have been convicted as
one of the least protected groups of the population. It is clear that the issue of social
assistance to convicts regardless of the type of punishment were transnational in nature, and
their solution necessitates joint efforts both at the level of world community and individual
States. The history of the development of civilization has led not only to deep understanding of
the human rights of all citizens, but also to the legislative consolidation in the texts of basic
documents is the most authoritative international and national organizations.

Interesting enough, in our opinion, is the example of the United States, where social policy
was focused on the creation of state programmes for the support of the poorest segments of
the population. At the same time, existing tax breaks contributed to the active involvement of
non-governmental structures for the implementation of social programs and social work. 40th
US President Ronald Reagan made proposals to limit social responsibility of the Federal
government, drawing attention to the fact that social programs are under the Constitution,
responsibility of States and local authorities. "We know," writes S. N. Safonov - that some
Federal programs had been eliminated. However, the broad support that the conservatives
were hoping for in the States, they have not received. Governors, mayors, representatives of
the States in both houses of Congress, many of whom had previously stated that the Federal
center "usurped power contrary to the Constitution"”, now didn't agree with Reagan. This is due
to the fact that total cuts in social programs would require an increase in social spending within
States. For decades, beginning with F. Roosevelt, the social programs, despite the lack of
appropriations, contributed to the implementation of the principles of liberalism and equal
opportunities as the basis of the concept of human rights".

However, since in the US, each state enjoys autonomy and has its legal framework and
adopted by various States, the laws concerning the social sphere are not the same. In
addition, they are funding social programs. Social work the offenders have proliferated in the
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work of the probation service (probation), which, in addition to the provision of social

assistance suspended sentence and conditional release (e.g., employment, housing, financial
support, etc.), is actively working on the prevention of recidivism.

As a conclusion, we note that the positive experience of international prison policy was
the adoption by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on 5 February 2015 the law of Ukraine "On
probation” [6]. That is, in our view, the normative act quite successfully determined the types
and the notion of probation as a special supervision, which apply in particular to the
defendants in order that the court could make an informed decision (pre-trial probation);
released early from prisons to determine their compliance with conditions of dismissal
(Supervisory probation); as well as those released from prison - for their further employment
and household arrangement of prison (prison probation). In our view, social work with persons
serving sentences, it should be understood a special kind of socially significant activities of
social institutions, governmental and non-governmental organizations, groups and individuals,
aimed at meeting socio guaranteed and personal interests and needs of persons serving
sentences through the creation of conditions conducive to successful re-socialization of
persons and to restore or enhance ability for social functioning.
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
