Artykut odzwierciedla zwigzek ram regulacyjnych z rozwojem technologii, ktére maja na celu rozwiazanie
specjalnych probleméw edukacyjnych dzieci, ktorym przyznano rzadowe gwarancje osiagniecia sprawiedliwosci
spotecznej w spoleczenstwie. Przeanalizowano migdzynarodowe praktyki edukacyjne, badania kliniczne nad
wykorzystaniem technologii wspomagajacych, ktore pomagaja dziecku czu¢ si¢ pewnie w integracyjnym $rodowisku
wczesnej edukacji. Udowodniono, ze odwotanie si¢ do technologii wspomagajacych pozwala znacznie zwickszyé¢,
wesprzec¢ lub poprawi¢ funkcjonalno$¢ dziecka ze SPE, jesli nauczyciele w odpowiednim czasie opanuja poziom pomocy
technologicznej dla 0s6b z roéznych kategorii wlaczajacych. Uzyskane wyniki sg skladnikiem wiedzy pedagogicznej
przysztych nauczycieli o urzadzeniach asystujacych, urzadzeniach, systemach ich wykorzystania w instytucjach edukacji
przedszkolnej. Wyciagnieto wniosek o skutecznych metodach nauczania dzieci z wadami, biorgc pod uwagg rozgateziong
klasyfikacje technologii wspomagajacych.

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Abstract. The article reflects the relationship between the legislative field and the development of technologies
aimed at solving special educational problems of children. Analyzed international educational practices, clinical studies
of the use of assistive technologies. It has been proven that the services of assistive technologies significantly help
and improve the functional capabilities of children with SEN. High-quality educational results are possible if teachers
timely master the levels of technological assistance for children of various inclusive categories. The obtained results
constitute the pedagogical knowledge of future educators about assistive devices, devices, and systems in their use in
preschool education institutions. A conclusion was made about effective methods of teaching children with disabilities,
taking into account the extensive classification of assistive technologies.
